Position description: Under the direction of the Research Botany Specialist, the Volunteer Gardens and Botany Land Stewardship Assistant is responsible for assisting in leadership of regular volunteer events within MNA Living Exhibits, gardens and grounds, and performing ongoing plant care and stewardship within gardens, seed fields, open spaces, greenhouses and living exhibits at MNA.   Tasks may include planting, seeding, seed collecting and processing, invasive plant removal, garden care, plant propagation, land restoration, research help and watering. This position will work primarily with the Botany Research Specialist, with some time spent with Facilities and Community Gardens team, and will support Facilities land management goals to provide stewardship and maintenance throughout the Museum 200 acre campus.  
Major Tasks and Responsibilities: 
· Garden Maintenance and land stewardship – will assist Research Botany Specialist and Facilities crew in care of plants, hardscape, irrigation systems and environment within MNA collections and gardens including Colton Research Garden, Center for Biocultural Diversity Night Pollinator Garden, Easton Collection Center Beds and Settler’s Garden, Exhibits Building Beds, Golightly Courtyard, Rio De Flag Nature Trail, Colton House/200 Acres. 

· Help maintain landscaping on the Museum grounds using the reconciliation ecology ideology (using native species that require little to no irrigation).

· Community Garden Caretaking – may assist Community Gardens volunteers up to a total of 4 hours / week in weekend, morning and evening garden caretaking duties including light watering and harvesting, opening and closing greenhouse structures and season extenders and performing security checks at Colton Community Garden to make sure water is off and buildings are opened and closed as necessary. 

· Invasive Plants Survey and Eradication – will assist Research Botany Specialist, Facilities team and MNA invasive plants volunteers in the location, mapping and eradication of invasive plants by mechanical (and occasionally by chemical) means in all MNA developed and undeveloped areas.
· Lead volunteers – will organize and work with MNA native plant volunteers for an average of five hours per week to maintain and enhance native plant gardens and improve land stewardship in natural plant communities at MNA

· Assist in volunteer hours tracking 
· Assist in snow removal as needed

Abilities, Skills, and Knowledge 
· One or more years of experience with native plants, field biology or gardening 
· Foundational knowledge of how to care for native plants, gardens and open space at 7,000 feet and a willingness to learn 
(  The ability to lift 25 lbs. and engage in occasionally hard physical labor such as shoveling, pickaxing or posthole digging
(  The ability to hike three to six miles

· This is a volunteer position.  The Garden Coordinator will be provided housing in one of the coops at the Museum of Northern Arizona from October 7 – December 15, 2019 in exchange for working 12hours/week on MNA gardens, living exhibits and grounds. No pets are allowed.
